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Abstract 
 

Women in Indian epics and classical literature occupy a central role in shaping India’s 

cultural, moral, and spiritual identity. Far from being confined to domestic spheres, figures 

such as Sītā, Draupadī, Gārgī, Maitreyī, Śakuntalā, and Sāvitrī embody ideals that unify the 

nation through dharma, wisdom, and compassion. These women represent the multiple 

dimensions of the feminine principle endurance, courage, intellect, and grace , each 

contributing to the preservation of social harmony and moral integrity. 

This study explores how the portrayal of women in the Rāmāyaṇa, Mahābhārata, and 

classical Sanskrit works such as Kālidāsa’s Abhijñānaśākuntalam and Raghuvaṃśa reinforces 

the values of righteousness and resilience. It also highlights the continuing relevance of these 

archetypes in modern India, where their ethical and spiritual strength serves as a foundation 

for national unity. 
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Introduction 
 

The Indian civilization has long regarded literature as a sacred vessel that transmits moral 

truths and spiritual ideals. From the earliest hymns of the Ṛgveda to the majestic epics and 

dramas of the classical period, Indian thought envisions womanhood as the embodiment of 

creative energy (śakti), wisdom (jñāna), and compassion (karuṇā). 

The Rāmāyaṇa and Mahābhārata, alongside the classical works of poets like Kālidāsa and 

Bhavabhūti, present women not merely as companions of heroes but as moral and spiritual 

centers around whom the ethical universe revolves. Their actions, endurance, and intellect 

define and refine the national consciousness. Thus, studying women in Indian epics and 

classical literature offers profound insight into the way Indian culture intertwines femininity 

with the very idea of national integrity. 
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Women in the Epics: Custodians of Dharma Sītā in the Rāmāyaṇa 
 

Sītā’s character epitomizes purity, sacrifice, and unwavering faith in dharma. Her life is a 

continuous act of endurance and devotion. She follows Rāma into exile not as an act of 

obedience but as a conscious choice rooted in love and duty. During her captivity in Laṅkā, 

she remains unshaken in her moral conviction, embodying the Indian spirit of resilience 

amidst suffering. 

Sītā’s agniparikṣā (ordeal by fire) is symbolic of the nation’s purification through adversity. 

Radhakrishnan observes that “Sītā’s trial by fire is the fire of the human soul through which it 

must pass to attain truth” (27). Her moral fortitude transforms her into the mother of Indian 

virtue, demonstrating that the true strength of a civilization lies in its women’s adherence to 

righteousness. 
 

Draupadī in the Mahābhārata 
 

Draupadī represents another dimension of Indian womanhood, the assertive force that resists 

injustice and awakens collective conscience. When humiliated in the Kaurava court, her 

protest against adharma becomes a turning point in the epic’s moral trajectory. 

Her famous question -“Did you lose yourself before or after you lost me?”—is not a cry of 

despair but a challenge to the ethics of power and patriarchy. Dasgupta remarks that 

“Draupadī’s voice rises above personal grievance; it becomes the moral outcry of the 

oppressed demanding divine justice” (112). 

Draupadī thus embodies the spirit of moral rebellion, demonstrating that the nation’s integrity 

cannot exist where women’s dignity is violated. Through her, the Mahābhārata teaches that 

dharma is not static but must evolve through human courage and compassion. 
 

Gārgī and Maitreyī in the Bṛhadāraṇyaka Upaniṣad 
 

The Upanishadic seers Gārgī and Maitreyī stand as intellectual beacons in early Indian 

philosophy. Gārgī’s fearless dialogue with Yājñavalkya on the nature of brahman (ultimate 

reality) reveals the spiritual equality of women in Vedic culture. She questions the cosmic 

fabric itself -“What is that upon which the worlds are woven, warp and woof?”reflecting the 

depth of her metaphysical insight. 

Similarly, Maitreyī’s pursuit of immortality (amṛtatva) through knowledge, rather than 

wealth, illustrates the feminine quest for the eternal. Radhakrishnan notes, “Maitreyī 

represents the pure intellect that seeks truth beyond temporal desires” (76). Together, Gārgī 

and Maitreyī redefine womanhood as a state of wisdom and self-realization integral to the 

intellectual integrity of the nation. 
 

Women in Classical Sanskrit Literature : Sāvitrī: The Triumph of Devotion and Will 
 

The tale of Sāvitrī in the Mahābhārata and later retellings exemplifies ideal womanhood 

through faith and courage. When her husband Satyavān dies, she confronts Yama, the god of 

death, with reasoned devotion. Her moral strength and eloquence compel Yama to restore her 

husband’s life.  
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Kane interprets this as “the triumph of truth and devotion over cosmic determinism” (202). 

Sāvitrī’s story symbolizes the power of śraddhā (faith) and satya (truth) to overcome fate. She 

transforms grief into action, showing that devotion is not passive endurance but active 

assertion of divine justice. In her courage, India recognizes the ideal of a woman who 

sustains life and moral order through unyielding virtue. 
 

Śakuntalā: Harmony of Nature and Spirit : 
 

Kālidāsa’s Abhijñānaśākuntalam offers a vision of womanhood characterized by tenderness 

and harmony. Śakuntalā, raised in a hermitage, embodies the unity of nature and purity. Her 

love for King Duṣyanta is sanctified by sincerity and innocence. When separated through a 

curse, her suffering becomes symbolic of humanity’s separation from divine consciousness 

and eventual reunion through realization. 

Iyengar observes that “Śakuntalā’s story is the reconciliation of heart and duty, nature and 

culture” (58). Her character illustrates how love, patience, and forgiveness serve as forces of 

restoration in human relationships — virtues that mirror the unity of the nation itself. 
 

Ahalyā in the Raghuvaṃśa: Redemption through Grace 
 

Ahalyā’s narrative, reimagined in Kālidāsa’s Raghuvaṃśa, depicts sin and salvation as 

universal human experiences. Cursed into stone for her transgression, she is redeemed by 

Rāma’s touch. Rao explains, “Ahalyā’s liberation stands for the redemption of humanity 

through divine compassion” (96). 

Her transformation from guilt to grace signifies moral regeneration a recurring theme in 

Indian literature. Through Ahalyā, Kālidāsa affirms that human imperfection can find 

redemption through divine mercy and self-realization, echoing India’s belief in spiritual 

renewal as the path to integrity. 
 

Women as Unifiers of National Consciousness : 
 

Women in Indian epics are not isolated individuals but embodiments of collective ideals. 

Their virtues, truth (satya), compassion (dayā), self-sacrifice (tyāga), and devotion (bhakti) 

,form the moral foundation of Indian national life. 

Chaturvedi notes that “the greatness of Indian civilization lies in its spiritualization of 

womanhood, where every mother, wife, and daughter becomes a custodian of moral energy” 

(45). From the goddess Sarasvatī to Draupadī and Sāvitrī, the feminine force in Indian 

literature serves as a bridge between the personal and the universal, the human and the divine. 

Across linguistic and regional traditions from Tulsidas’s Rāmcaritmānas in the North to 

Kamban’s Rāmāyaṇam in the South, the reverence for Sītā and other epic heroines unites 

India’s cultural imagination. These women transcend sectarian boundaries, representing a 

moral unity that binds the diverse threads of the Indian nation. 
 

Contemporary Relevance 
 

In modern times, the portrayal of women in these texts continues to resonate with social and  
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spiritual meaning. Contemporary feminist interpretations have reclaimed Draupadī as a 

symbol of resistance, Gārgī as a prototype of intellectual equality, and Sītā as a model of 

agency through endurance. 

Tagore writes, “The feminine principle in Indian thought harmonizes strength with love, 

courage with compassion” (102). This harmony remains crucial for national integration in the 

modern world, where moral values often face fragmentation. The ideals embodied in these 

women urge India to build a future rooted in ethical clarity, respect for womanhood, and 

unity through spiritual strength. 
 

Conclusion : 
 

The women of Indian epics and classical literature are not passive figures but active forces 

shaping the destiny of civilization. Through their courage, knowledge, purity, and grace, they 

sustain the moral and cultural balance of the nation. 

Sītā’s endurance, Draupadī’s voice, Gārgī’s intellect, and Śakuntalā’s compassion together 

form a moral continuum that defines India’s identity. Their stories teach that national 

integrity does not arise from power or conquest, but from the inner strength of character and 

the sanctity of relationships. 

In an age of global change, these timeless heroines remind us that the strength of India lies in 

its ability to integrate diversity through shared values of dharma and compassion. They 

continue to illuminate the path of cultural unity and moral regeneration, making womanhood 

the enduring emblem of national integrity.

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Bilva is an important plant found every where in India being worshipped in shiva temples. 

This plant is native of India and found in countries such as Thailand, Bangladesha, Pakistan 

and Srilanka.  Bilva plant belongs to Rutaceae family with scientific name Aegle marmelos 

(Linn) and common english name bael or wood apple. In Sanskrit it is having the synonyms 

as lakṣmīphalaḥ, hṛdyagandhaḥ, gandhagarbhaḥ, mahāaphalaḥ,  śailūṣaḥ, śrīgandhaphalḥ, 

mālūraḥ,  goharītakī, vātasāraḥ,  nīlamallī, satyadharmā, dharāruhaḥ, māhākapitthaḥ,

Bilva properties are mentioned in different Koshas such as Dhanvantari Nighaṇṭu, Nighaṇṭu 

Ādarśa, Kaiyadeva nighaṇṭu2
, etc. Bilva pacifies kapha and pitta doshas which helps to 

maintain digestive health. Bilva root tastes sweet, balances tridosha-vata, pitta and kapha. 

The medicinal properties
3
 of Bilva are its ability to aid digestion, antimicrobial action, 

cardioprotective qualities, immune system enhancement, diabetes management, anti-

inflammatory properties, compounds in bilva have hepatoprotective effects supporting liver 

health, antioxidant defense, skin care, respiratory health etc.  

Bilva plant is found in the sub-Himalayan Forests, from the Jhelum eastward, central and 

south India.

Bilva plant is a large or middle-sized tree, deciduous, glabrous, armed with axillary, straight, 

sharp spines linear long. The branches are spiny. The bark is half inch thick, outer substance 

soft, grey, exfoliating in irregular flakes. The wood is yellowish white, or greyish white, hard 

with a strong aromatic scent when fresh cut; no heartwood. Pores are small ringed, in small 

groups of two or three together, sometimes, but not always, more numerous in the Autumn 

wood.  Medullary rays are wavy, fine, short, white, numerous uniform and equidistant.  

Annual rings are marked by distant lines, and often by a continuous belt of pores. The leaves 

are alternate, trifoliate. The leaflets are 3 generally, sometimes 5, ovate-lanceolate, crenate, 

lateral sessile terminal long petioled.  Flowers are bisexual, 4-5 merous, greenish - white, in 

short lateral panicles, with a fine, sweet, honey scent.  Pedicels and calyx are pubescent.  

Calyx is flat, teeth small. The petals are imbricate, stamens numerous, oblong, flat testa 

densly clothed with thick fibrous hairs in a thick orange - coloured sweet aromatic gelatinous 

pulp. 

Chemical Composition:   

Root contain auraptene, marmin, umbelliferone and lupal.  Alcoholic extract of root gave 

psoralen, xanthotexin, dimethoxy coumarin, scopoletin, tembamide marmin, skimmianine, 

and a glycoside skimmin.  The presence of decursinol, an alkaloid haplopine, skimmianine-

fagonine, marmesin, marmin, xanthotaxin, umbelliferone and lupeol is also reported  from 

root bark.  Wood contains -D-glucopyranoside, furoquinoline alkaloid,vinyl acetate, 

xanthotoxol-8-0- -sitosterol.dictaminine, marmelin,   Fruit and stem contains gum.  Fruit 

rind contains tannin.  Fruit contains xanthotoxol, coumarins, scoparone, scopoletin, 

umbelliferone, -sitosterol, marmelide andmarmesin, skimmin, allaimperatorin, marmesolin 

and  psoralen.  Seeds contain fatty oil.  Bark contains tannin.  Leaves yield an essential oil, 

aegelenine and aegeline; also condensed tannins; phlobotannins, flavan-3-ols, 

lecoanthocyanins, anthocyanins, flavonoid glycosides, skimmianine, -sitosterol, rutin, 

marmesinin.

Intake of Bilva leaves (juice) mixed with Trikatu decreases jaundice

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Juice of Bilva leaves  is stained and added with ghee, rocksalt and Pippali, then  

it is rubbed with a cowrie in a copper vessel, fumigated with cow-dung fire and 

dissolved in milk. Filling eyes with this removes inflammation and pain and is 

useful in conjunctivities, glaucoma, lachrymation and congestion
9
.  

Oil mixed with alkali of Bilva
10

 should be given in condition of vata causing 

pain in sides, stiffness and cardiac distress. In oedema
11

 caused by three dosas, 

constipation, piles and jaundice, juice of Bilva leaves mixed with Marica is 

useful. During grahaniroga
12

 one should take steamed tender fruits of Bilva with 

honey followed by intake of buttermilk added with Citraka powder.   Paste of the 

tender fruit of Bilva
13

 mixed with Sunthi powder and jaggery alleviates severe 

grahaniroga  if the patient is kept on the diet of  buttermilk.   

One who eats tender fruits of Bilva regularly becomes able to control bleeding 

piles. In case of piles
14

, the patient should be well massaged and then dipped 

into the warm decoction of Bilva. Saturating drink of buttermilk should be given 

mixed with Bilva and Kapittha for piles
15

.  Cooked decoction of Bilva
16

 added 

with honey should be taken in three types of vomiting. Decoction  of Bilva and 

Sunthi checks vomiting
17

 and visucika.  

Sweet preparation with tender Bilva fruit, Ela, sugar and Laja (parched paddy) 

acts as appetiser

. Parched paddy mixed with sugar and dissolved in decoction  

of Bilva root (bark)

Decoction of Bilva and Amra seed mixed with honey and sugar checks vomiting 

and diarrhoea. Parts used are fruit, root and leaves. Dose for intake is Powder-3-

5gm, Leaf juice is 10-20ml and Decoction is 50-100ml. 

Pharmacology : 

 Ripe fruit  pulp is a refreshing drink, soothening in diarrhoea and dysentery. 

Psoralen in fruit inhibit seed germination. Alyranocoumarin in the seeds are anti-

ulcer. Seed yields 32% oil, antibacterial. Essential oil is antimycotic. Flowers 

allay thirst, vomiting and dysentery. Leaf, fruit, root extract hypoglycemic-

regenerates damaged pancreas, promote wound healing. Leaves are used in 

abscess, maggot wounds. 

Religious Importance : 

Offering Bilva leaves is a method to please Lord Shiva. The three leaflets of leaves are 

considered to represent Brahma Vishnu and Shiva. Bilva leaves are used in daily Pooja to 

worship Lord Shiva. BIlva leaves believed to bring peace and prosperity, purifying the 

environment. 

The bilva leaves are held sacred to Lord Ganesha, Suryanarayana, 

Satyanarayana, Mahesha and to goddessess  Gowri, Varamahalakshmi, Parvati. 

The flowers are offered to Lord Ganesha, Shiva, and to the goddessess Gowri, 

Varamahalakshmi. Leaves are offered to sage Vishwamitra. Plant is held sacred 

to Citra constellation. This is one of the most sacred trees of India. It is 

generally cultivated near temples and dedicated to Lord Shiva, whose worship 

cannot be completed without the leaves of this tree. It is  incumbent upon all 

Hindus to cultivate and cherish this tree and it is sacrilage to cut  it down. The 

tree is sacred to the Trimurti, being a representative of Shiva. It is also sacred to 

the Parvati. The planting of the trees by the waysides gives long life.

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The Sītā-Rāvaṇa-Saṁvāda is an extraordinary literary achievement within the Sanskrit tradition. It 

centers around the episode of Sītā's confrontation with Rāvaṇa, reimagined not through 

straightforward narrative, but through a poetic form known as prahelikā—an intricate riddle-poetry 

that conceals meanings through the manipulation of phonemes and syllables. This work distinguishes 

itself by using sophisticated poetic techniques to demonstrate the unwavering pātivratya of Sītā and 

her intellectual superiority over Rāvaṇa, articulated through poetic riddles. 
 

Prahelikā: The Literary Device 
 

The device of prahelikā has a long-standing yet underexplored history in Sanskrit poetics. It is a form 

of śabdālaṅkāra, wherein the poet deliberately conceals and reveals meanings through phonetic 

alterations—such as omitting a letter (chyutākṣarā), adding a letter (dattākṣarā), or replacing a letter 

(pratidattākṣarā). These transformations cause a shift in interpretation, often reversing the meaning of 

a verse. 
 

Works such as the Vishnudharmottara Purāṇa, Agni Purāṇa, Kāvyādarśa of Dandin, and 

Sarasvatīkaṇṭhābharaṇa of Bhoja mention prahelikā and its various types, including samātrā, 

vyāmūḍhā, gūḍhā, channa, and others. While earlier poets treated prahelikā as a playful literary game, 

later scholars recognized its depth and aesthetic value. 
 

Śrī Cāmarājanagarī Rāmaśāstrī 
 

The most significant e ort in presenting an entire narrative dialogue through prahelikās belongs to Śrī 

Cāmarājanagarī Rāmaśāstrī, a poet from the Mysore royal court. Inspired by the ingenious use of 

chyutākṣarā in earlier poetry (e.g., in Hanumannāṭaka), Rāmaśāstrī undertook the ambitious task of 

composing a complete Sītā-Rāvaṇa dialogue in 100 prahelikā verses. 
 

In each verse: 
 

● The frst three pādas (quarters) represent Rāvaṇa’s speech, where he typically boasts about himself  

   and denigrates Rāma. 
 

● The fourth pāda is Sītā’s response, crafted in such a way that, if specic letters are removed,  

    replaced, or inserted (according to hidden instructions in her line), Rāvaṇa’s abusive verse is  

    reversed to yield praise of Rāma and self-condemnation of Rāvaṇa. 
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This structure requires a profound command over poetic metrics and phonology. The cleverness lies 

not only in the reversal of meaning but in embedding instructions within Sītā’s brief responses.  

 

Continuation and Completion by Disciples  
 

Rāmaśāstrī could complete only 50 verses in this highly intricate style, due to the intellectual rigor 

and mental exhaustion involved. To fulfill his original intent of 100 verses: 
 

● His disciple, Śrī Sītārāmaśāstrī, composed the remaining 50 verses, carefully mirroring the stylistic  

    and structural techniques of his guru. He titled his composition the Uttarabhāga (second part) of the  

    Sītā-Rāvaṇa-Saṁvāda. 
 

● Later, a third contribution came from Śrī Vacchusuvvāraiyagupta, who composed the Abhinava  

    Sītā-Rāvaṇa Saṁvādañcarī, creating a trilogy of works, collectively referred to as the Sītā-Rāvaṇa- 

    Saṁvāda-Trayī. 
 

Together, these three works form a unique corpus unparalleled in world literature. The eort by the 

authors represents not only devotion to poetic craft but also a reverence for the character of Sītā and 

her dharmic values. 

 

Literary Mechanics 
 

The key literary techniques used across the Sītā-Rāvaṇa-Saṁvāda-Trayī are: 
 

● Chyutākṣarā: Removal of a specied letter changes Rāvaṇa’s insult into Rāma’s praise. 
 

● Dattākṣarā: Addition of a new letter alters the content. 
 

● Pratidattākṣarā: Swapping a specic character brings out an entirely new meaning. 
 

These changes are performed by the reader or listener, guided by the fourth pāda of each verse. The 

process resembles encryption and decryption in poetic form.  
 

Furthermore, the same line can thus be interpreted on two distinct levels: one intended by Rāvaṇa, and 

the other subtly exposed by Sītā. This dramatic reversal encapsulates not just poetic brilliance but the 

triumph of satya and dharma over deception and adharma. 

 

Scholarly Contribution 
 

The editor and commentator Rāmeś Chaturvedi played a pivotal role in making this intricate literature 

accessible to modern readers: 
 

● He prepared a Sanskrit commentary and a Hindi bhāṣya (explanatory translation). 
 

● He elucidated the technical details of each prahelikā and decoded the transformation mechanism. 
 

● He emphasized the work’s place in the tradition of śabdālaṅkāra and its contribution to Sanskrit  

    poetics. 
 

This effort was undertaken with the encouragement of renowned scholars like Dr. Sudhādev 

Tripāṭhī and Kandeyalāl Joshi, and with assistance from students such as Vimal Kumar Balodhi, 

demonstrating the collective spirit behind the scholarly restoration. 
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Significance : 
 

The Sītā-Rāvaṇa-Saṁvāda-Trayī occupies a unique place in Sanskrit literature: 
 

● It integrates poetic alaṅkāra, intellectual prahelikā, and bhakti. 
 

● It showcases the brilliance of Sanskrit as a language capable of encoding layered meaning through  

   pure poetic structure. 
 

● It offers a spiritual commentary on the power of truth, virtue, and inner clarity—embodied in Sītā—

Pandit Madan Mohan Malaviya (1861–1946) stands among the most prominent educationists 

in modern Indian history. His vision of education was deeply rooted in the cultural and moral heritage 

of India and simultaneously responsive to the needs of a rapidly modernizing society. This article 

examines the core principles of Malaviya’s educational ideology-nationalism, moral values, cultural 

heritage, character building, and holistic human development and assesses its relevance to the 

contemporary Indian education system. By tracing Malaviya’s philosophical foundations, institutional 

contributions (notably the establishment of Banaras Hindu University), and key policy orientations, 

this study highlights the enduring significance of his thought in the context of current educational 

reforms such as the National Education Policy 2020. The findings demonstrate that Malaviya’s 

educational principles continue to offer valuable insights for addressing modern challenges in 

education, including value erosion, employability gaps, and the integration of ethics with technical 

learning.

Pandit Madan Mohan Malaviya was a towering figure in India’s national movement-not only 

as a freedom fighter and public intellectual but also as a visionary educationist. In an era when India 

grappled with colonial education policies that often alienated students from their culture and values, 

Malaviya articulated a comprehensive philosophy of education that sought to harmonize India’s rich 

civilizational legacy with modern scientific knowledge. His ideas were not restricted to theoretical 

exposition; he translated them into practice most visibly through the establishment of Banaras Hindu 

University (BHU) in 1916, one of the earliest attempts in Asia at creating a modern residential 

university grounded in indigenous ideals. 

Malaviya’s educational ideology is significant not only historically but also pedagogically and 

philosophically. In contemporary debates on educational reform, questions about moral values, 

character formation, cultural identity, and holistic development have regained prominence. Against 

this backdrop, revisiting Malaviya’s educational thought allows us to engage with an integrative 

model that values both tradition and modernity.

The establishment of Banaras Hindu University (BHU) in 1916 was Malaviya’s most 

significant institutional contribution to educational reform. BHU embodied his philosophical 

principles and provided a practical model for implementing integrated education. 

Residential University Model 
BHU was designed as a residential university to foster an environment of continuous 

intellectual and moral engagement. The residential system facilitated close interaction between 

teachers and students, fostering mentorship, character formation, and community life.

BHU encompassed faculties covering a wide range of disciplines-arts, sciences, engineering, 

medicine, agriculture, commerce, and law. This multidisciplinary structure anticipated modern calls 

for interdisciplinary learning, enabling students to explore diverse domains of knowledge.

At BHU, courses in Indian philosophy, Sanskrit, and classical arts coexisted with modern 

scientific and professional subjects. This fusion reflected Malaviya’s conviction that cultural 

grounding and scientific competence are complementary, not contradictory.

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Even though Kãla is stated as eka, nitya for the usage, it is divided into past, present and 

future. Further it is divided into kshana, nimesha, dina, masa, ritu, ayana, varsha etc. These divisions 

are due to the movement of the sun. The daily usage of the kãla is divided by Susruta:- Akshi nimesha 

- utterance time of laghu akshara, 15 akshi nimesha - 1 kãshtta, 30 kãshtta 1 kãla, 20 kala - 1 

muhurtha, 30 muhurtha 1 day and night,15 ahorathra - 1 paksha (sukla and krishna ), 2 paksha - 1 

masa, 2 masa - 1 rithu, 3 rithu - 1 ayana (uttarayana,  dakshinayana), 2 ayana or 12 masa - 1 

samvatsara, 5 samvatsara - 1 yuga. The creation, existence and destruction of all things in the universe 

depend on Kãla. The production of dosha, dhatu, diseases, sareera kshematwa, manifestation of 

diseases etc. are particularly related with Ritu and other Kalas. Susruta while mentioning the shat-

kriya kãlas has given much more importance to kãla viz., the sancaya, prakopa, prasara, sthana 

samsraya. 

Charaka described that Kãla is transformation. ��
( $ ;�( $��0��(� According to him kãla is of 

two types, Nityaka and Avasthika. Nityaka which has mobility always, it is sub classified as year-

Uttarayana and Dakshinayana. Sita, Ushna, Varsha, Vasanta, etc. are six Ritus and chaithra, vaisakha 

etc. are of twelve types. Avasthika kãla is otherwise known as Athuravastha kãla. It indicates the state 

of patient, the state of diseases, the state of doshas, dhatus, etc. The prescribing of Aushadha and 

ahara depend on the state of the age, dosha, diseases and the individual. ln this way the Kãla is useful 

in Ayurveda. While inducing medicines Kãla has given importance. Ten Aushadha sevana Kãlas 

Ayurveda follows are: Abhakta - Empty stomach, Pragbhakta - Before diet, Adhobhakta - After 

meals, Madhyabhakta - In the middle of a meal, Antatabhakta - In between two meals, Sabhakta - 

Along with meal, Samudga - With each lumps, Muhurmuhuhuh – Frequently, Satgraasa - After taking 

one or two lumps or along with the lump, Grasantaraktha - In between two lumps. 

The time for collection of herbs and time for collection of leaves, roots, fruits, flowers etc. are 

also mentioned in Ayurveda. Vagbhata describes that the Hina, Mithya, Atiyoga of Kãla, Artha,  
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Karma are the causes for disease and samyoga causes healthy state. 

Kãla is accepted as one of the nine dravyas by the Nyaya Vaiseshika and Ayurvedic 

Philosophers. It has been expressed that it possesses action or karma and attributes or gunas. It is 

combinative cause of the substance. To destroy the being or to collect the being at the time of 

dissolution of the universe and to describe past, present and future and the action while to be one 

number is the attribute of the Kãla.

There are three primary karanas for health and diseases: Kãla (seasonal changes) Artha-sensory 

perception and karma(deeds). Hina (reduced), Mithya (improper) and atimatra (excessive) exposure of 

these factors lead to diseases and samyagyoga proper exposure leads to health.

Kãla is also defined as a substance that 

instrumental cause of our knowledge of "priority". Kãla always keeps moving. It does not dissolve in 

any bhutas. It does not perish. According to Dalhana time blends all beings with misery and 

happiness. Time brings all beings to one state by destruction and death. Time makes span short or  
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long. Time is self be gotten and lord of death. The characteristic tastes like sweet of the substances are 

brought about by Kãla only. Kãla is also called as "$��0��" or transformation.

Classification of Kãla 
 

Kãla is divided in different ways for our convenience. Charaka classified Kãla in two ways: 

Samvatsara this is used not only by Vaidyas but also by all the people in general since this is the 

calendar. Samvatsara is year in English. It is divided into two Ayanas Uttarayana and Dakshinayana 

based on the direction of apparent movement of the sun. 
 

Dakshinayana is also called as "Visarga Kãla" since living beings gain energy during this 

period. Uttarayana is also called as "adana kãla" since the living bring lose energy during this 

period. Year is also classified into six seasons (Vasantha, greeshma, varsha, sarat, hemanta and sisira) 

or into twelve months. Sisira, Vasanta and Grishma ritus come under adana kãla. Varsha, sarat and 

hemanta ritus come under visarga kãla. 

Importance of Kãla in Ayurveda. 
 

1. Vayah Kãla (age) plays an important role in the incidence of the diseases.

In old age body, tissues perish despite appropriate and sufficient diet and care. Death is inevitable, 

certain diseases occur during different stages of life and during different seasons of the year. They are 

called "Svabhika rogas". 
 

2. Athuravastha kãlah - The knowledge of different stages of the disease is very important in the 

treatment and prognosis of the disease. 
 

3. Aushadha kãlah - There are particular timings to take medicines. Certain medicines are advised 

after food, before food and certain others are to be taken along with food. Time at which a medicine is 

taken has an effect on its action on the body. 
 

4. Kãla or season is very important in collecting herbs. There are particular times and seasons for 

the collections of herbs from the gardens. Only when this kãla niyama (time regulation) is followed, 

one can get drugs with full potency. 
 

5. Dosha Kãla: Different doshas will be in different avastha kãlas during different seasons. Our 

daily routine should change according to the kãlas. The knowledge of the relation between dosha - 

avasthas and the season is very important for an Ayurvedic physician. 
 

6. Ritucharya and dinacharya of preventive medicine (swasthavritta) are totally related to kãla. 

Disa is the cause of our notions like far and near. Division of time is determined by the production 

and destruction of objects while those of direction is by the greater or smaller number of objects 

visible between two points. Disa has five samanya gunas viz. Sankhya, parimana, pritaktva, samyoga, 

vibhaga. The knowledge of direction is determined by its position is relation to sun. Although it is 

one, according to the difference in the direction with references to a particular place, it is of ten types. 

Purva or mahendru (east), Dakshina or Yami (south), Paschima or Varuni (West), Uttara or Kauberi 

(North), Purvottara or Ishanya (North East), Dakshina Purva or Vaiswanari (South East), Uttara 

Paschima or Vayavya (North West), Dakshina Paschima or Nairritya (South West), Urdhwa or 

Brahmi (Sky), Adhah or Naga (under the ground) 
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Importance of Disa or Dik 
 

The wind coming from different directions has different effects on the human being and also on the 

plants used in medicines. 

Eastern Wind: It is ushna, abhishyandi. It causes skin diseases, piles. It has a poisoning effect. It leads 

to different infections, fever and respiratory disorders. 

Western Wind: It is dry wind. This wind reduces the strength of the body and makes the body also dry 

by drying the kapha and medas of the body. 

Southern Wind: This wind is good for eyes and it gives strength to the body. It pacifies rakta pitta 

(bleeding from any part of the body) 

Northen Wind: Wind coming from this direction is soft and cold. It does not vitiate any doshas and 

hence it is considered good for health. Ayurveda specified directions for doing any action like taking 

food, sleeping and meditations. Specific directions are suggested for even while collecting herbs and 

preparing medicines. 
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
